Minutes

1) Gary Henigman called the meeting to order at 8:03 a.m.  Also in attendance were members; Susan Bartlett, Matt Webb, Erin Blitz, Blair Lord, Kit Morice and Nora Pat Small.
2) Minutes – Minutes from the November meeting were approved.  
3) Preservation Fair - A poster for the fair was presented by Gary. Nora Pat will be able to speak to “Landmark Designation” at the fair.  She will also be able to write a cover letter. Refreshments, breads or muffins (morning fare) will be provided.  Erin volunteered to arrange for this.  Is there a budget?  Deborah Muller will need to be asked.  Gary and Nora Pat will plan to show up the night before and set-up.  Garry will take the training needed to work the audiovisual equipment.  Nora Pat will help distribute copies of the poster.  Kit would like a pdf version for distribution.  Gary will send it to all members.  Erin suggested a sign-up form for those attending to get email addresses for future events. 
4) [bookmark: _GoBack]Riot Event – Kit attended the meeting of the Riot Committee.  She reported that the event has a website now.  They are posting events and schedules.  The HPC has been invited to give 3 tours on Saturday, March 29th and perhaps one on Sunday.  House tours are going to be done by the home owners.  The HPC tours would/could be of the Square but the committee is interested in guides for the courthouse and the buses to the square. The HPC disused a Square tour with a possible script that could be followed by the members giving the tour. The mural by Miller’s Automotive is the most accurate view of the courthouse square in the 1850’s and could be pointed out.
5) No City Report – Kit pointed out that February 28, 2014 is the new deadline for upcoming TIF grants.
6) Villa Park – Gary visited Villa Park and spoke with people concerned about their Post Office building.  It was his opinion that the political environment up there is very different.  Their Post Office building is smaller and slightly younger than Charleston’s and listed at over $400,000.00.  He toured the Post Office building as well as the Ovaltine Factory.
7) Post Office Building – The HPC discussed any news about the closing on the building.  No news had been announced yet.
8) City – Historic Neighborhood signs and a plaque for the Will Rogers will be addressed with Dennis Wolf (City) when Gary speaks with him.
9) Issues and Answers – Gary will contact the station about a future radio interview.
10) 1057 7th Street – Members of the commission commented that there had been a fire over winter break within the historic district.  The windows are boarded up.  More information from the city will be requested.
